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Abstract: Based on consulting specimens, field survey, and long-term introduction and observation,
morphology of Sect. Opsophyton Uline of Dioscorea Linn. in China was compared and summarized,
taxonomic revision was made, and key was compiled. The results show that Sect. Opsophyton of Dioscorea
in China after revised includes D. bulbifera Linn. and its varieties, viz. D. bulbifera var. bulbifera Linn.
D. bulbifera var. albotuberosa Y. F. Zhou, Z. L. Xu et Y. Y. Hang, D. bulbifera var. heterophylla Prain et
Burkill, D. bulbifera var. simbha Prain et Burkill, and D. bulbifera var. brachybotryum Y. Y. Hang et Y.
F. Zhou according to morphology of flower, fruit, leaf, and bulbil. In which, there are one new variety of
D. bulbifera var. brachybotryum. “Leigongshu” in Hainan is treated as D. bulbifera var. heterophylla.
